3. Aerosol-Generating Procedures (AGP’s) are
commonly performed medical procedures that create uncontrolled
respiratory secretions and include:

open suctioning of airways

sputum induction

cardiopulmonary resuscitation

endotracheal intubation and extubation

non-invasive ventilation (e.g., BiPAP, CPAP)

bronchoscopy

manual ventilation

Based on limited available data, it is uncertain whether aerosols
generated from some procedures may be infectious, such as:

. nebulizer administration*

. high flow 02 delivery

*Aerosols generated by nebulizers are derived from medication in the
nebulizer. It is uncertain whether potential associations between
performing this common procedure and increased risk of infection might
be due to aerosols generated by the procedure or due to increased
contact between those administering the nebulized medication and
infected patients.
